The purpose of the proposed amendments is to implement statutory changes made 
by the 68 th Legislative Session in Senate Bill No. 2075 to North Dakota Century Code 
Chapter 23.1-12 for the Petroleum Tank Release Compensation Fund. The proposed 
amendments to the rule in N.D. Admin. Code§ 33.1-12-01-04 address the requirement for 
claim acceptance conditions for consideration by the Petroleum Tank Release 
Compensation Fund referenced in North Dakota Century Code§ 23.1-12-18 (1)(a).
