Carlson and Wentz to escort Thomas 
Clifford, Chancellor of Higher Education, to the rostrum to give a report on 
the seven-year plan for the system of higher education.

REP. KLOUBEC MOVED that the Joint Session of the House and Senate of the 
Fifty-second Legislative Assembly be dissolved, which motion prevailed. 

The Joint Session was declared dissolved by the President of the Senate, 
Lt. Governor Omdahl.
