SB 2241 identifies timelines relating to the review of health facility construction and renovation projects. The 
legislation further allows the ability of the Department to use a third party to review the construction and renovation 
plans and to provide for a continuing appropriation.

Section 1 allows the Department to use a third party to review the construction and renovation plans and to provide 
for a continuing appropriation. The licensed provider will negotiate the fee with the third party, pay the fee to the 
Department who in turn will deposit that fee into the Department's operating fund. Payment to the third party will be 
made from the Department's operating fund.
