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Chair Delzer and members of the House Appropriations committee: 
 
The Economic Development Association of North Dakota represents more than 80 large and small and 

rural and urban economic development organizations on the front line of growing businesses and communities 
in North Dakota. The primary purpose of the organization is to promote the creation of new wealth throughout 
North Dakota to develop more vibrant communities and improve quality of life. It is for these reasons our 
organization and its members want to express support for HB 1141. 

 
One of EDND’s top legislative priorities for the past few sessions has been related to the diversification 

of the state’s economy. North Dakota has long benefitted from energy and agriculture being the leading pillars 
of its economy. However, relying heavily on these industries has caused a boom and bust cycle several times 
over the state’s history. The more the state supports investment in other industries, the more stable our 
economy and tax base will become. 

 
EDND generally supports any funding for economic diversification projects. One tool to help bring new 

industries to the state is further investment in programs such as the Innovation Technology Loan Program
