e US Term Limits Proposal has the highest bi-partisan support
of any issue.

87% support among Republicans o
86% support among Independents o
83% support among Democrats

e The Center for Responsive Politics estimates that it takes
almost $2.5 million to beat an incumbent in Congress.

e Roughly 95% of all congressional incumbents win their
re-election, which makes it almost impossible to challenge an
incumbent. Approval for congress falls around 15% along with
used car salesmen.

e A November 2019 survey by Pulse showed that voters are 80%
more likely to vote for a state legislator who will vote for US Term
Limits.

e A Term Limits Amendment is supported by many members of
Congress, including Rand Paul, Ted Cruz, Mike Lee and
Ambassador Nikki Haley among many others, see

e The resolution language has no financial impact, and there are very
few legislators interested in voting against term limits for Congress.
