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§ 2. FAILURE TO FILE SATISFACTION. PENaALTY.] Every per-
son, firm or corporation failing to comply with the provisions of sec-
tion 1 of this article shall be subject to a fine of not less than ten or
more than fifty dollars and in addition thereto the costs and damages
sustained by reason of such failure.

§ 3. REPEAL.] Any acts or parts of acts in conflict herewith are
hereby repealed.

USE OF LIGNITE COAL.

AN ACT to Amend Section 1030 of the Revised Codes of 1899, Relating
to Public Institutions.

Be It Enacted by the Legislative Assembly of the State of North Dakota:

§ 1. AMENDMENT.] That section 1030 of the revised codes of
1899, relating to public institutions, be amended to read as follows:
§ 1030. PusLIC INSTITUTIONS TO USE.] The various state insti-
tutions, county buildings and public school houses of this state shall
use for fuel, native or lignite coal, and it shall be unlawful for any of-
ficer to purchase for use in institutions, county buildings and public
schools any coal other than that taken from the mines within the
boundaries of this state; provided, that the comparative cost of such
fuel is not greater than that of lignite coal. This section shall not
be construed, however, as prohibiting the use of wood at such insti-
tutions, county buildings and public schools, when the cost thereof
does not exceed that of native coal, or the use of coal other than nat-
ive lignite coal at such public schools as are located six miles or more
from any mine or railroad station within the boundaries of this state;
provided, that the comparative cost of such fuel is not greater than
that of lignite coal.
