LEGISLATIVE ASSENT TO ACT OF CONGRESS APPROVED MAY
26, 1928, PROVIDING FOR FURTHER DEVELOPMENT
OF AGRICULTURAL EXTENSION WORK.

An Act giving the legislative assent of the State of North Dakota to the
purpose of the grants of money authorized and provided for in the
act of congress entitled “To provide for the further development of
agricultural extension work between the agricultural colleges in the
several states receiving the benefits of the act entitled ‘An act
donating public lands to the several states and territories which may
provide colleges for the benefit of agriculture and the mechanic
arts,” approved July 2, 1862, and all acts supplementary thereto,
ggdlggg United States department of agriculture.”

Be It Enacted by the Legislative Assembly of the State of North
Dakota:

§ 1. That whereas the Act of Congress hereinafter mentioned
grants certain sums of money annually in order to further develop
the cooperative extension system subject to the legislative assent
of the several states and territories, now, therefore, the legislative
assent of the State of North Dakota is hereby given to the provisions
of said Act of Congress and to the purpose of the grants of money
authorized and provided for in the Act of Congress entitled “To
provide for the further development of agricultural extension work
between the agricultural colleges in the several States receiving the
benefits of the act entitled ‘An Act donating public lands to the
several states and territories which may provide colleges for the
benefit of agriculture and the mechanic arts,” approved July 2, 1862,
and all Acts supplementary thereto, and the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.”

Approved May 26, 1928.

§ 2. That the Secretary of State is hereby directed on the
passage of this act to forward a certified copy of this act to the
Secretary of Agriculture and to the Secretary of the Treasury of
the United States.
