Was read the first time and referred to the Committee on
Taxes and Tax Laws.

Reps. Skartvedt, Hofstrand and Saumur introduced:

House Bill No. 345. A Bill for an Act to Provide for
State Highway Treasury Anticipation Debentures, Author-
izing the Issuance of Said Debentures of the State of North
Dakota in the Principal Sum of Four Million One Hundred
Thousand Dollars at Such Times and in Such Amounts Up
to the Said Principal Sum, as Shall From Time to Time Be
Required for the Purpose Hereinafter Set Forth, Providing
for the Sale Thereof for the Use of the State Highway Fund
in Matching Federal Highway Grants; Providing for the
Sale and Issuance Thereof By a Debenture Board Herein
Created; Providing for the Repayment of Both Principal
and Interest of Such Debentures; and for the Pledging and
Setting Aside of a Sufficient Amount of the Receipts of a
Debenture Tax on the Motor Vehicle Fuel Herein Provided
for, to Pay the Same From the State Highway Treasury
Redemption Fund Herein Created; Providing for the Crea-
tion of a Liability Binding the State of North Dakota Not
to Reduce the Debenture Tax on Motor Vehicle Fuel Herein
Provided in the Amount of One Cent Per Gallon on All
Such Motor Fuel Used in Propelling Motor Vehicles Upon
the Highways of the State of North Dakota, Until After
the Accrual of a Sufficient Amount of Money in Such
Highway Treasury Redemption Fund as Will Pay in Full
the Principal and Interest of Such Debentures Lawfully
Issued Under the Authority Hereof, and Declaring an Em-
ergency.

Was read the first time and referred to the Committee on
Taxes and Tax Laws.

Reps. Johnson of Cass, Trydahl, Williams of Richland and
Holthusen introduced:

House Bill No. 346. A Bill for an Act Requiring and Fix-
ing Hours of Labor Per Week of All State, County and
Municipal Officers and Employees and Providing for Deduec-
tion of Salary and Pay.

Was read the first time and referred to the Committee on
State Affairs.

Rep. Schimke introduced:

House Bill No. 347. A Bill for an Act Regulating the
Speed of Trains Operating in the State of North Dakota,
Providing That When Any Train Operating in the State of
North Dakota is Behind Schedule, Such Train Shall Not Pro-
ceed Faster Than Fifty (50) Miles Per Hour, and Providing
a Penalty for the Violation Thereof.

Was read the first time and referred to the Committee on
State Affairs.

Rep. Schimke introduced:

House Bill No. 348. A Bill for an Act Regulating the
Length of Trains Operating in the State of North Dakota,
Providing That no Train Shall Contain More Than Forty
Cars, and Limiting the Number of Cars to Be Transported,
and Providing a Penalty for the Violation Thereof.
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Reps. Ritter, Skartvedt, Anderson of McKenzie, Holthusen
and Crockett introduced:

House Bill No. 354. A Bill for an Act for the Regulation
of Motor Trucks, Trailers, Semi-Trailers, and Busses, Rela-
tive to Size and Weights of Vehicles and Loads, and to the
Taxation and Licensing of Such Vehicles in Operation Upon
the Highways of This State; and Amending and Re-enacting
Sub-sections (c¢), (e) and (f) of Section 36, of Chapter 162
of the Session Laws of 1927, as Amended by Chapter 185,
of the Session Laws of 1935, and Sub-sections (b) of Section
25, of Chapter 179, of the Session Laws of 1927, as Amended
by Section 5, of Chapter 186 of the Session Laws of 1931;
and Repealing Sub-section (c¢) of Section 25, of Chapter 179,
of the 1927 Session Laws, as Amended by Chapter 180 of
the Session Laws of 1935, and Sub-sections (d), (e), and
(f), of Section 25, of Chapter 179, of the Session Laws of
1927; and Repealing All Other Acts or Parts of Acts in Con-
flict Herewith.

Was read the first time and referred to the Committee on
Highways and Bridges.

Rep. Anderson of Benson, (by request), introduced:

House Bill No. 355. A Bill for an Act Providing for Direct
Liability of the Insurer to Persons Entitled to Recover for
Death, for Injuries to Persons, or Damages to Property,
Coused by the Negligent Maintenance, Use or Operation of
Motor Vehicles, Limiting the Amount of Liability; Imposing
Duty to Disclose Existence of Insurance; Authorizing the
Persons Entitled to Recover Such Damages to Join the
Insurer in Single Action Against Owner or Operator of
Motor Vehicle; Declaring Conditions and Covenants in Lia-
bility Contracts or Policies of Insurance, Limiting or Re-
stricting Such Rights, or Which Are Violative of the Pro-
visions of This Act as Against Public Policy and Void and
Providing for Repeal of All Acts in Conflict Herewith.

Was read the first time and referred to the Committee on
Judiciary.

Rep. Fitch moved that House Bill No. 74 be returned to
the Senate for correction, which motion prevailed.

The House reverted to the Fifth Order of Business.

House Bill No. 128, have had the same under consideration
and recommend that the same be amended as follows:

On page 436, in House Journal in Amended Bill, Section
25, line 3, after the word “five” strike out the following
words “seven or nine.”

In line 3, after the word and figure “members” strike out
the following words ‘“Not less than one of such members
shall be a County Commissioner as designated by such board
of County Commissioners” and insert in lieu thereof the fol-
lowing “A majority of such Board shall be County Commis-
sioners.”

For an Act Providing for the Exclusive Wholesaling of
Liquor by the State of North Dakota, Through the State
Industrial Commission; Fixing the Powers of the Indus-
trial Commission Relating Thereto; Authorizing Such In-
dustrial Commission to Engage in the Wholesale Alco-
holic Liquor Business in the State of North Dakota, and
in Behalf of the State and Authorizing Such Commission
to Promulgate Rules and Regulations and to do All Things
Necessary in Carrying Out the Provisions Hereof; Author-
izing the Commission to Acquire by Lease, Purchase, or
Other Lawful Means, Any Real Estate, or Equipment,
Necessary to Accomplish the Purpose Hereof, and Empow-
ering Said Commission to Use Any Buildings and Equip-
ment, Now Owned by the State, in Carrying on the Work
of Other Departments Thereof; and Not Inconsistent With
the Work of Such Other Departments, in Carrying Out
the Requirements of Such Wholesaling of Alcoholic
Liquors; Prohibiting Other Wholesaling of Other Alcoholic
Liquors; Providing the Industrial Commission With Ex-
clusive Powers Therein, Such Act Being for the Purpose
of Properly Regulating the Wholesaling of Alcoholic Pro-
ducts, and for the Purpose of Raising Revenues There-
from; and Providing for Distribution Thereof, Making an
Appropriation Therefor, and Providing a Penalty; Saving
Clause; Repealing All Acts or Parts of Acts in Conflict
Herewith, and Declaring an Emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY
OF THE STATE OF NORTH DAKOTA:

1 SECTION 1. THE INDUSTRIAL COMMISSION TO
la ENGAGE

2 IN THE EXCLUSIVE WHOLESALING OF INTOXI-
2a CATING LIQUORS.)

3 Immediately upon this Act becoming effective, the State

4 Industrial Commission, for the Purpose of More Properly
5 regulating the selling of alcoholic liquors, and for the
6 further purpose of deriving revenue therefrom, neces-
7 sary in carrying on the governmental functions of the

8 State, shall engage in the wholesaling of alcoholic

9 liquors, and shall provide all necessary rules and reg-

10 ulations therefor, including the purchasing or leasing

11 of the required building and equipment, and employing

12 the necessary labor, in carrying out the same.

1 SECTION 2. DUTIES AND POWERS OF INDUS-
la TRIAL COM-

2 MISSION IN THE WHOLESALING OF ALCOHOLIC

2a LIQUORS.) The

3 State Industrial Commission, under this Act, shall, in

4 addition to its general powers, have the following ad-

5 ditional and specific powers and duties, to-wit:

6 (1) To Purchase, import, rectify and blend, and pos-

7 sess for the purpose of selling at wholesale, all in-
8 toxicating liquors, providing that the purchasing there-
9 of shall be for cash, and further providing no such
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firm or corporation, after this act becomes effective,
shall engage in the wholesaling of intoxicating liquors,
such wholesaling of intoxicating liquors to be carried
on exclusively by the State of North Dakota, through
its Industrial Commission.

SECTION 7. APPROPRIATION.) There is hereby
appro-
priated out of any moneys in the State Treasury, not
already otherwise appropriated, the sum of Two Hun-
dred Thousand Dollars ($200,000.00) to be used by
the State Industrial Commission in carrying out the
provisions hereof.

SECTION 8. DISTRIBUTION OF REVENUE.) All
moneys
received by the Industrial Commission, by virtue of this
Act, shall be paid over to the State Treasurer and cred-
ited to the General funds of the State.

SECTION 9. PENALTY.) The selling of intoxicating
liquors, at wholesale, by any person, firm, or corpor-
ation, other than as is herein provided, is hereby made
a misdemeanor, punishable by fine of not more than Five
Hundred Dollars ($500.00) or by imprisonment in the
County Jail for not to exceed one year, or by both such
fine or imprisonment.

SEé)TION 10. SAVING CLAUSE.) It is hereby de-
clare
that if any of the provisions of this Act in any manner
contravene or are violative of the Constitution, the *
remaining provisions shall not be effected by such in-
validity, but shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 11. REPEALING CLAUSE.) All Acts or
parts
of Acts in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

SECTION 12. EMERGENCY.) This Act is hereby de-
clared to be an Emergency measure, and shall be in full
force and effect from and after the date of its passage
and approval.

And when so amended recommend the same do pass.
