REMARKS 
by 

Harold Schafer 
Nobody can do this without feeling humble and feeling 
thankfulness. My wife and I do so thank you for honoring us 
today with recognition. I just told the chambers across the hall 
that I know absolutely nothing about the time and the mental 
torture that you folks go through trying to write these laws the 
rest of us have to live by. I know what it is to obey the laws 
of North Dakota. I know what it is to obey the laws of the 
nation. 

It was my privilege back in the middle 1950's to write a tax law 
for America. I lobbied it around the House of Representatives in 
Washington. I lobbied it through the Senate and it was signed by 
President Eisenhower in 1956. It equalized taxes for little 
businesses in their fight against the big businesses of this 
nation. So I recognize the fact that, if there are injustices, 
human beings can correct them through this legal process. All of 
you are engaged in a process in which I have never participated. 
I must say I do not know the torture and the torments that you 
have when you are divided on opinions of how to reach a good 
goal. On the other hand, I know North Dakota people and I know 
how hard you work at your job and I think of you as I think of 
myself. 

am a salesman. travel down the highways and byways 
originally of the City of Bismarck, later on in the Red River 
Valley, finally, the State of North Dakota. In 1947, I branched 
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out and went all the way from Duluth, Minnesota, to Salt Lake 
City, Utah. Then, in 1948, I took my business across America; in 
1949, across Canada; and in 1949, also into Mexico. 

As a salesman, know there were a lot better salesmen than I 
was. There were probably salesmen who had better products to 
sell than I did. There were probably salesmen who had more 
education in sales and selling than I did. What did, and 
have talked about it, and it has been my motto: I believe in the 
word "work". It was engraved on the front of the building I used 
to own. It was the emblem of my company magazine that I sent to 
all of my employees. I believe in it and that is all I did. I 
did the best I could where I was with what I had. I had 
competitors that had more money, could spend more money, for one 
thing. There are other states that can spend more money for some 
things than we can. I did the best I could where I was with what 
I had. 

know that you have been in this chamber with all of the hard 
work that you do, with all of the thoughtful consideration you 
give the decisions you are making. I know that you are like I 
am. You are going to make a mistake once in a while. I know 
also that, upon longer effort and longer time, sometimes you are 
going to have an opportunity to correct it. I also know that 
sometimes we make mistakes that are noncorrectable. 

guess as look out here and I say thank you, I want you to 
know that I share a lot of respect for you people and for what 
you do. I know you do the best you can where you are with what 
you have. I suppose there are men in the world who are more 
learned on every subject you are going to discuss. I suppose 
some place there is a student of some of the historical things 
you are going to discuss. I suppose some place there is an 
auditor that maybe knows more about the numbers or figures. I 
suppose some place there is a tax consultant or a lawyer that 
knows more about legal issues than any of you might know. He is 
not here and you are. I think the people in North Dakota are 
happy in the end with the work that you do because they know you 
as I do. 

You do the best that you can where you are with what you have. 
do the best I can where I am with what I have and, right know, 
think I have the greatest thing there is alive in North Dakota 
and that is the history of Teddy Roosevelt. I think he was a 
dynamic figure. I think his name is in history more than any 
other human being I know of at this stage of the game. 

There are many presidents of the United States that you could not 
tell me their names. There are many governors of North Dakota 
that you could not tell me their names. There are many former 
legislators in this chamber that you could not tell me their 
names. But you cannot go any place in the United States and find 
someone who does not know that Teddy Roosevelt was a great man 
and grew to be president of the United States. 
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I have dedicated the rest of my life to holler about that to the 
high heavens. All the people who come to North Dakota and, 
anything you do in the chambers here or in your personal life 
bringing people to Medora and seeing what is there in the memory 
of the spirit of Teddy Roosevelt, I know will be appreciated. I 
think it would be good for all of us. I think it would be good 
for the future of North Dakota. 

Teddy Roosevelt did live here. He did say, if it was not for my 
life in North Dakota, I would never have been president. Now 
back of that was some really deep thought. He regained his 
physical health here. We all know that, but he came here in 
1883, on Valentine's evening, after his wife and mother both died 
the same night within four hours of each other. I think maybe, 
out in western North Dakota in the Badlands, he regained his 
faith in God and in religion and in the good of life. 

He did get stronger physically and in my heart and in my soul, I 
believe he got stronger mentally and that helped him. I think in 
his later years when he made that statement about North Dakota, 
somehow or another it gets me. I would like to know more about 
what he thought about when he was in the Badlands and that is why 
I want to walk that land more. I want to know what he projected 
in his mind when he said that statement. I am trying. 

invite you to join with me at any time. If there is anything 
we can do for you in Medora, North Dakota, or in North Dakota, 
please feel comfortable to contact me. My wife and I love North 
Dakota, we love Medora, we love the history of Teddy Roosevelt, 
and we thank you very, very much for honoring us so today.
