SENATE BILL NO. 2316
(Senators G. Nelson, Mathern)

AN ACT to create and enact a new section to chapter 54-03 of the North Dakota Century Code, relating
to the convening of a special session of the legislative assembly to consider vetoed legislation;
and to declare an emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. A new section to chapter 54-03 of the North Dakota Century Code is created and
enacted as follows:

Governor to call special session to consider vetoed legislation. If, after adjournment sine
die or adjournment subject to reconvening under section 54-03-02 of the legislative assembly, the
governor vetoes any bill passed by the legislative assembly, the governor, within forty-five days of that
adjournment, shall call a special session of the legislative assembly for the sole purpose of
reconsidering the vetoed legislation.

SECTION 2. EMERGENCY. This Act is declared to be an emergency measure.
