A BILL for an Act relating to the spending authority from the highway tax distribution fund or

highway fund by the highway patrol.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. SPENDING AUTHORITY. The highway patrol may spend no more than

thirteen million one hundred eighty-five thousand six hundred ten dollars for the biennium

beginning July 1, 1999, and ending June 30, 2001, and no more than seven million dollars for

the biennium beginning July 1, 2001, and ending June 30, 2003, from funds appropriated from

the highway tax distribution fund or the highway fund, and after June 30, 2003, the highway

patrol may spend no more than twenty percent of its total biennial budget as approved by the

legislative assembly from funds appropriated from the highway tax distribution fund or the

highway fund. Notwithstanding any provision of a bill providing an appropriation from those

funds for the purpose of supporting the highway patrol to an extent greater than provided in this

section, any appropriation from those funds to the highway patrol must revert to the originating

fund unless there is spending authority allowed by this section or this section has been

expressly repealed or is expressly repealed by that bill.
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
