A BILL for an Act to create and enact a new section to chapter 5-01 of the North Dakota

Century Code, relating to beer and wine licenses for bed and breakfast facilities.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. A new section to chapter 5-01 of the North Dakota Century Code is

created and enacted as follows:

Bed and breakfast facilities - Beer and wine license. The governing body of a city or

county may establish a special beer and wine license for a bed and breakfast facility as defined

in section 23-09.1-01. A county may not issue a license under this section to a bed and

breakfast facility located within the geographical boundaries of a city. The governing body of a

city or county establishing a special beer and wine license for bed and breakfast facilities may

impose an annual license fee of no more than one hundred dollars for the license.

Notwithstanding the licensing requirements of this section or any provision of this title, a bed

and breakfast facility may serve one 8-ounce [236.60-milliliter] glass of wine per day to each

individual twenty-one years of age or older staying at the bed and breakfast facility.
