SENATE BILL NO. 2235
(Senators Freborg, W. Stenehjem)

(Representatives Aarsvold, Monson)

AN ACT to create and enact a new section to chapter 15-29 of the North Dakota Century Code, or in
the alternative to create and enact a new section to chapter 15.1-09 of the North Dakota
Century Code, relating to school district employees' group health plans; and to declare an
emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. If House Bill No. 1034 does not become effective, a new section to chapter 15-29
of the North Dakota Century Code is created and enacted as follows:

School district employees' group health plans. In contracting for a school district
employees' group health plan, the board of a school district shall meet the bidding requirements of
section 15-47-15. No contract for a school district employees' health plan may be of a duration greater
than six years.

SECTION 2. A new section to chapter 15.1-09 of the North Dakota Century Code is created
and enacted as follows:

School district employees' group health plans. In contracting for a school district
employees' group health plan, the board of a school district shall meet the bidding requirements of
section 15.1-09-34. No contract for a school district employees' health plan may be of a duration
greater than six years.

SECTION 3. EMERGENCY. This Act is declared to be an emergency measure.
