A BILL for an Act to provide an appropriation for contingent per student payments and

supplemental salary increases for certain school district employees.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. APPROPRIATION. There is hereby appropriated out of any moneys in
the general fund in the state treasury, not otherwise appropriated, the sum of $12,000,000, or
so much of the sum as may be necessary, to the superintendent of public instruction for the
purpose of distributing separate and supplemental per student payments to school districts, for
the biennium beginning July 1, 1999, and ending June 30, 2001. The superintendent shall
distribute the separate and supplemental per student payments on a prorated basis, according
to the average daily membership of each school district during the 1997-98 school year, at the
time the July 1999 foundation aid payments are distributed in accordance with section
15-40.1-05. The board of each school district shall set aside sixty percent of all moneys
received under this section for use as supplemental salary payments to all teachers,
administrators, and other professionally certified or licensed personnel employed by the district
on a full-time or part-time basis during the 1999-2000 school year. The time, manner, and
amount of distribution to school district employees must be determined through negotiation, as

provided for by chapter 15-38.1.
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
