HOUSE BILL NO. 1285
(Representatives Wikenheiser, Maragos, Nottestad)

AN ACT to amend and reenact subsection 3 of section 16.1-03-03 of the North Dakota Century Code,
relating to political party election of precinct committeemen.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Subsection 3 of section 16.1-03-03 of the North Dakota Century
Code is amended and reenacted as follows:

3. Each political party in each voting precinct of this state, otherwise qualifying under
subsection 2, is entitled to elect one precinct committeeman for each two hundred fifty
votes, or major fraction thereof, cast for the party's presidential electors in the precinct in
the last presidential election. Each precinct is entitled to at least one precinct
committeeman for each party which qualifies under subsection 2. Each precinct
committeeman must be an elector of the precinct in which the committeeman resides and
must be elected for a two-year term.
