AN ACT to amend and reenact subdivision g of subsection 3 of section 49-23-04 of the North Dakota
Century Code, relating to time periods under the one-call excavation notice system.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Subdivision g of subsection 3 of section 49-23-04 of the 1997
Supplement to the North Dakota Century Code is amended and reenacted as follows:

g. An excavator may not use a location more than sevenrty-twe-heurs ten days, or any
extension of that period, after the planned excavation date unless the excavator has

made previous arrangements with the operators affected.
