A BILL for an Act to provide for the establishment of a nonpoint source management program

trust fund; to provide an appropriation; and to provide a continuing appropriation.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. Nonpoint source management program trust fund. The nonpoint

source management program trust fund is established in the state treasury. The funds in the

trust fund must be deposited and invested as are other state funds to earn the maximum

amount permitted by law. The principal of the trust fund may not be expended for any purpose.

The income of the trust fund may be expended only to assist local project sponsors under the

federal nonpoint source management program [Pub. L. 100-4; 101 Stat. 52; 33 U.S.C. 1329] in

addressing resource management projects with an emphasis toward staffing and administering

nonpoint source management programs and to provide the nonfederal matching requirement

necessary to implement these programs.

SECTION 2. Nonpoint source management program trust fund - Income -

Continuing appropriation. The income of the nonpoint source management program trust

fund is appropriated as a continuing appropriation to the state department of health for the

purpose of making grants to local project sponsors to meet the nonfederal matching

requirement of the federal nonpoint source management program.

SECTION 3. APPROPRIATION. There is hereby appropriated out of any moneys in

the general fund in the state treasury, not otherwise appropriated, the sum of $1,000,000, or so

much of the sum as may be necessary, to the state treasurer for the purpose of funding the

nonpoint source management program trust fund in the state treasury, for the biennium

beginning July 1, 1999, and ending June 30, 2001.
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
