AN ACT to create and enact a new section to chapter 49-21 of the North Dakota Century Code, relating
to eligible telecommunication carriers.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. A new section to chapter 49-21 of the North Dakota Century Code is created and
enacted as follows:

Eligible telecommunication company requirements. A telecommunications company may
not be an eligible telecommunications carrier unless the company offers all services supported by
federal universal service mechanisms throughout the study area.
