A BILL for an Act to authorize the director of the department of human services to sell certain

land in Stutsman County.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

Transfer of land authorized.

1. The director of the department of human services may sell state-owned land

located in Stutsman County and described as follows:

The southeast quarter (SE 1/4) of section number six (6), township number

one hundred thirty-nine (139) north of range number sixty-three (63) west of

5th P.M. (except that part of said quarter lying north of the James River, same

being a small parcel of land in the northeast corner of said quarter and

containing four and two-tenths acres (4.2) more or less) containing one

hundred fifty-five and eight-tenths acres more or less according to the

government survey thereof.

2. Sections 54-01-05.2 and 54-01-05.5 do not apply to the sale authorized by this Act.

3. All moneys realized from the sale must be deposited in the general fund in the

state treasury.

4. The attorney general shall review and approve as to form and legality all legal

documents required for the sale authorized by this Act, including title opinions.
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
