A concurrent resolution to create and enact a new section to article XI of the Constitution of

North Dakota, relating to the collection of fees by nongovernmental entities.

STATEMENT OF INTENT

This amendment would authorize the legislative assembly to provide that certain fees collected

by nongovernmental entities need not be deposited in the state treasury.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE OF NORTH DAKOTA, THE HOUSE OF

REPRESENTATIVES CONCURRING THEREIN:

That the following proposed new section to article XI of the Constitution of North Dakota

is agreed to and must be submitted to the qualified electors of North Dakota at the primary

election to be held in 2000, in accordance with section 16 of article IV of the Constitution of

North Dakota.

SECTION 1. A new section to article XI of the Constitution of North Dakota is created

and enacted as follows:

Whenever the legislative assembly authorizes a nongovernmental entity to perform any

governmental function, including the assessment and collection of fees for services, the

legislative assembly may provide that the fees assessed and collected are not required to be

paid over to the state treasurer as required by section 12 of article X.
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
