A concurrent resolution directing the Legislative Council to study methods of identifying and

providing appropriate services to gifted students.

WHEREAS, a gifted student is one who shows the potential for performing at a

remarkably high level of accomplishment when compared with others of the student's age,

experience, and environment; and

WHEREAS, a gifted student exhibits high performance capability in intellectual,

creative, and artistic areas, possesses an unusual leadership capacity, and excels in specific

academic fields; and

WHEREAS, a gifted student requires services and activities not ordinarily provided

within the regular education program; and

WHEREAS, a gifted student requires services that must include an educational

challenge in academic content, appropriate enrichment opportunities, and instruction in thinking

skills at a level that meets the student's educational need; and

WHEREAS, meeting the needs of gifted students will create an environment in which all

students benefit from appropriate educational challenges;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES

OF NORTH DAKOTA, THE SENATE CONCURRING THEREIN:

That the Legislative Council study methods of identifying and providing appropriate

services to gifted students; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED , that the Legislative Council report its findings and

recommendations, together with any legislation required to implement the recommendations, to

the Fifty-seventh Legislative Assembly.
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
