A concurrent resolution directing the Legislative Council to study the feasibility and desirability

of implementing a flexible benefits program for health insurance benefits under the uniform

group insurance program.

That the Legislative Council study the feasibility and desirability of implementing a

flexible benefits program for health insurance benefits under the uniform group insurance

program; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED , that the Legislative Council report its findings and

recommendations, together with any legislation required to implement the recommendations, to

the Fifty-seventh Legislative Assembly.
