Page 1, line 6, remove the overstrike over the first "minors ", remove the overstrike over the
second "minors ", and remove "persons under nineteen "

Page 1, line 7, remove "years of age "

Page 1, line 9, remove "person under nineteen years of age", remove the overstrike over
"minor", and remove "person under nineteen"

Page 1, line 10, remove "years of age"

Page 1, line 14, remove the overstrike over "minor" and remove "person under nineteen years"

Page 1, line 15, remove "of age"

Page 1, line 17, after the period insert "However, a person under eighteen years of age may
purchase and possess tobacco as part of a compliance survey program when acting
with the permission of the person's parent or guardian and while acting under the
supervision of any law enforcement authority. A state agency, city, county, board of
health, tobacco retailer, or association of tobacco retailers may also conduct
compliance surveys, after coordination with the appropriate local law enforcement
authority."
