A BILL for an Act to create and enact a new section to chapter 12.1-23 of the North Dakota

Century Code, relating to theft by nonresidents.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. A new section to chapter 12.1-23 of the North Dakota Century Code is
created and enacted as follows:

Jurisdiction - Conduct outside this state. Notwithstanding section 29-03-01.1, a
person who, while outside this state and by use of deception, obtains, deprives, or conspires,
solicits, or attempts to obtain the property of a person within this state or to deprive such person
of property is subject to prosecution under this chapter in the courts of this state. The venue is
in the county in which the victim resides or any other county in which any part of the crime

occurred.
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
