
PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO ENGROSSED SENATE CONCURRENT
RESOLUTION NO. 4036

Page 1, after line 20, insert:

"WHEREAS, while federal law requires states to disregard the months of
assistance received by an adult while living on an Indian reservation with at least fifty
percent unemployment, a conflict has arisen as to the method to be used to determine
unemployment rate statistics; and"

Page 2, after line 6, insert:

"BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED , that the Legislative Council, in conducting its
study, evaluate the use of the Bureau of Indian Affairs unemployment rate statistics to
determine if adults within an Indian reservation are exempt from the state's lifetime limit
under the temporary assistance for needy families program and evaluate and consider
other methods of determining the unemployment rate specifically as it applies to those
areas; and"
