AN ACT to amend and reenact section 54-07-01.5 of the North Dakota Century Code, relating to the
filing of bills enacted by the Legislative Assembly; and to declare an emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 54-07-01.5 of the North Dakota Century Code is
amended and reenacted as follows:

54-07-01.5. Governor to file bills with secretary of state. The governor shall cause each bill
passed by the legislative assembly and not vetoed by the governor to be filed with the secretary of state

within five legislative days—Sundays—exeepted; after the bill has been presented delivered to the
governor urtess. If the legislative assembly by-its—adjourrmentprevents-tsreturn--which-ease is not

in session, the governor shall cause the each bill delivered to the governor to be filed with the secretary
of state within fifteen days, Saturdays and Sundays excepted, after the—adipurament delivery of the bill

to the governor.

SECTION 2. EMERGENCY. This Act is declared to be an emergency measure.
