A BILL for an Act relating to the creation of a duplicative payment fund and the distribution of

duplicative payments received by the superintendent of public instruction.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. Duplicative payment fund - Creation - Distribution. The duplicative
payment fund is a special account in the state treasury. If the superintendent of public
instruction receives any federal or other moneys to pay programmatic administrative expenses
for which the superintendent received a state general fund appropriation and if at the time the
superintendent receives the duplicative payments the legislative assembly is not meeting in
regular session, the superintendent shall deposit the moneys in the duplicative payment fund.
Before June thirtieth of each odd-numbered year, the superintendent shall distribute all moneys
in the duplicative payment fund to school districts on a prorated basis according to the latest
available number of students each school district had in average daily membership during the

school year ending June thirtieth of that odd-numbered year.
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
