A BILL for an Act to amend and reenact section 14-05-24 of the North Dakota Century Code,

relating to the division of property in a divorce action.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 14-05-24 of the North Dakota Century Code is

amended and reenacted as follows:

14-05-24. Permanentatimeny— Division of property.

1.
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When a divorce is granted, the court shall make sueh an equitable distribution of

the reat-ana-persenat property and debts of the parties as+ray-seemjustand

Except upon a finding that excluding the property is inequitable to the other party,

property acquired by an individual spouse through inheritance or by qift, if titled and

maintained in the sole name of the donee spouse, is the property of that party and

is not subject to division under this section. Gifted and inherited property excluded

from division is defined as property acquired by an individual spouse by gift or

inheritance or property acquired in exchange for gifted or inherited property and

includes the increase in value of the property acquired by the individual spouse by

qift or inheritance.

Property acquired by gift from the other spouse is subject to property division under

this section.
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4. The court may redistribute property in a postjudgment proceeding if a party has

failed to disclose property and debts as required by rules adopted by the supreme

court, or the party fails to comply with the terms of a court order distributing

property and debts.
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
