A BILL for an Act to amend and reenact subsection 1 of section 15.1-06-04 of the North Dakota
Century Code, relating to the school calendar; and to repeal section 15.1-06-02 of the North

Dakota Century Code, relating to mandated school holidays.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Subsection 1 of section 15.1-06-04 of the 1999
Supplement to the North Dakota Century Code is amended and reenacted as follows:
1. During each school year, a school district shall provide for a school calendar of at
least one hundred eighty days, apportioned as follows:

a. One hundred seventy-three full days of instruction;
