HOUSE BILL NO. 1261
(Representatives Drovdal, Jensen, Kempenich)

AN ACT to create and enact a new section to chapter 39-04 and a new subsection to section
57-40.3-07 of the North Dakota Century Code, relating to registration of a motor vehicle; and to
declare an emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. A new section to chapter 39-04 of the North Dakota Century Code is created and
enacted as follows:

Failure to register upon gainful employment. A person operating a motor vehicle in violation
of subdivision c or e of subsection 2 of section 39-04-18 shall purchase an annual registration for that
motor vehicle for a fee that is not discounted from the appropriate amount listed in a table in section
39-04-19. A law enforcement officer may issue a registration for that vehicle and shall remit the
registration fee to the department of transportation. The department shall provide for evidence of
registration to be issued by a law enforcement officer enforcing subdivision ¢ or e of subsection 2 of
section 39-04-18.

SECTION 2. A new subsection to section 57-40.3-07 of the North Dakota Century Code is
created and enacted as follows:

For a vehicle leased and registered or licensed in another state by a nonresident individual
who is stationed as a member of the armed services of the United States in this state, the
vehicle is exempt from tax imposed under this chapter and registration in this state must be
issued upon application and payment of appropriate registration fees.

SECTION 3. EMERGENCY. This Act is declared to be an emergency measure.
