AN ACT to provide legislative intent relating to the appropriation for the tourism division of the
department of commerce and funding for a grant to the North Dakota cowboy hall of fame.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. LEGISLATIVE INTENT - GRANT TO NORTH DAKOTA COWBOY HALL OF
FAME. The grants line item appropriated to the tourism division of the department of commerce in
Senate Bill No. 2019 includes the sum of $100,000, or so much of the sum as may be necessary, for
the purpose of providing a grant to the North Dakota cowboy hall of fame for defraying capital
construction costs, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2001, and ending June 30, 2003.
