AN ACT to amend and reenact subsection 2 of section 36-21.1-09 of the North Dakota Century Code,
relating to the use of animals as raffle prizes.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Subsection 2 of section 36-21.1-09 of the 1999 Supplement to
the North Dakota Century Code is amended and reenacted as follows:

2. An eligible organization authorized to conduct games of chance under chapter 53-06.1
may raffle live beef or dairy cattle #, bison, sheep, and pigs, provided each raffle ticket
contains a statement that the winner of the beefordairy—eatde—prize animal may convert

that prize to a cash prize. The donor of the beef-er—dairy——ecatde—prize animal shall
determine the amount of the cash prize, which must be equivalent to the value of the beef

er-dairy-eattde-prize animal and cannot exceed the limitations of section 53-06.1-10.1.
