HOUSE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION NO. 3056

A concurrent resolution directing the Legislative Council to study the state of and future demands on
the transportation infrastructure in this state.

WHEREAS, transportation infrastructure includes the roads, airport facilities and airline service,
service by railroads, and other forms of transportation; and

WHEREAS, the economic well-being of this state, as advanced by agriculture, tourism,
technology, or other business ventures, requires an adequate transportation infrastructure and
guaranties of the future adequacy of the transportation infrastructure to develop and continue to grow
within this state; and

WHEREAS, any decision on how to invest in the transportation infrastructure of this state
requires a review of the capacity, needs, and the role of each form of transportation at present and in
the future to promote and protect the development of business and industry within this state; and

WHEREAS, a comprehensive plan to address future needs in the transportation infrastructure
should include 5-, 10-, 25-, and 50-year plans;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF
NORTH DAKOTA, THE SENATE CONCURRING THEREIN:

That the Legislative Council study the state of and future demands on the transportation
infrastructure in this state; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Legislative Council report its findings and
recommendations, together with any legislation required to implement the recommendations, to the
Fifty-eighth Legislative Assembly.
