AN ACT to amend and reenact subdivision e of subsection 2 of section 50-24.5-01 of the North Dakota
Century Code, relating to the definitions for the aid to vulnerable aged, blind, and disabled
persons program; to provide an effective date; and to declare an emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Subdivision e of subsection 2 of section 50-24.5-01 of the North
Dakota Century Code, as effective July 1, 2001, is amended and reenacted as follows:

e. Serves five or more adult residents, unrelated to the proprietor, on a specified
premises not licensed under chapter 2328 23-16 or 25-16, which meets the
requirements of the national fire protection association 101 Life Safety Code, as
applicable.

SECTION 2. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Act becomes effective on July 1, 2001.
SECTION 3. EMERGENCY. This Act is declared to be an emergency measure.
