AN ACT to amend and reenact section 1-08-09 of the North Dakota Century Code, relating to the
service of process on election day.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 1-08-09 of the North Dakota Century Code is amended
and reenacted as follows:

1-08-09. No Service of civil process served on election day. During the day on which any
general or special election shall be is held in this state, or in any district, county, city, or precinct
therein, no civil process may not be served on any person entitled to vote at such the election within
one hundred feet [30.48 meters] from any entrance leading into a polling place.
