2. r-additiensthe The secretary of state may revoke the certificate of
registration issued puarsaantte under this chapter for failure to file the
reports required by this chapter when due, but no certificate may be
revoked if, prerte before the last day for filing sueh the reports, the
secretary of state has been informed in writing of extenuating
circumstances justifying saeh the failure.

The secretary of state shall compile and make available to the public a
report of the total amount of expenditures reported by registrants.
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The secretary of state may establish procedures for registration of lobbyists
and filing of lobbyist expenditure reports through the internet or other

electronic means, and may make lobbyist expenditure reports available on
the secretary of state's internet web site."
