A BILL for an Act to provide for compensation adjustments for certain state government

employees.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. State employee compensation adjustments. In addition to any other

increase in compensation provided by the fifty-ninth legislative assembly, each agency and

institution of state government shall increase the compensation for each permanent state

employee who receives less than $25,000 per year in compensation on June 30, 2005, by $35

per month beginning with the month of July 2005 to be paid in August 2005. An employee with

documented performance levels that do not meet standards is not eligible for the increase. A

probationary employee is not entitled to the increase. However, a probationary employee may

be given all or a portion of the increase upon completion of probation, at the discretion of the

appointing authority.
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
