A BILL for an Act to provide for protection of game and fish department records of personal

information obtained from the public and records of sensitive biological data.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. Protection of personal information of the public. The following

records, regardless of form or characteristic, of or relating to the game and fish department are

not subject to section 44-04-18 and section 6 of article XI of the Constitution of North Dakota:

1. A record that would identify the name or address of an individual applying for or

receiving a license, certificate, permit, tag, stamp, or locking seal under title 20.1.

2. A record that would identify the name or address of an individual participating in a

wildlife harvest survey.

3. A record that would identify population distributions or locations of pallid sturgeon,

bighorn sheep, moose, elk, eagles, sage grouse, prairie chickens, and any species

of wildlife listed as threatened or endangered under the federal Endangered

Species Act of 1973 [Pub. L. 93-205; 87 Stat. 884; 16 U.S.C. 1531 et seq.], as

amended.

4. Telemetry radio frequencies or global positioning system coordinates of monitored

species, denning sites, nest locations of raptors, and the specific location of wildlife

capture sites used for wildlife research or management.
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
