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PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO SENATE BILL NO. 2125

Page 1, line 7, replace "set a parole" with "establish an initial parole expiration date that is
earlier than the expiration date of the parolee's court-imposed sentence. The length of
the period of parole may not extend beyond more than five years for a felony and two
years for a misdemeanor from the date when the court-imposed sentence would have
otherwise expired had parole not been granted. The parole board may allow a parolee
to earn performance-based parole reduction at the rate of up to five days per month in
accordance with performance criteria established by the parole board."

Page 1, remove line 8

Page 1, line 9, remove "from the date of parole to the parolee's earliest projected expiration of
sentence."
