A BILL for an Act to provide school district transportation grants for biodiesel usage.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. SCHOOL DISTRICT TRANSPORTATION GRANTS FOR BIODIESEL
USAGE - DISTRIBUTION. Any transportation grant that the superintendent of public
instruction provides to eligible school districts during the 2007-09 biennium must be increased
by ten percent if the district demonstrates to the superintendent of public instruction that at least
five percent of all fuel used for the transportation of students, either by the district directly or
through contractual arrangements, is one hundred percent biodiesel, otherwise knows as B100.
The superintendent of public instruction shall determine the mathematical computation to be

applied in the case of school districts that use biodiesel in various blended formulations.
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
