WHEREAS, both domestic and international travelers contribute significant tourism
dollars to the North Dakota economy; and

WHEREAS, North Dakota's marketing and promotion efforts are critical in attracting
travelers to this state and federal assistance to further promote the tourism industry would be
invaluable to maximizing our country's ability to be a dominant travel destination; and

WHEREAS, the United States is one of the few industrialized countries in the world
without a broad and nationally coordinated program designed to promote the country's

destinations to international travelers; and

WHEREAS, while there have been past efforts to develop initiatives at the North Dakota

Department of Commerce, these initiatives have been insufficient in relation to need; and

WHEREAS, the Congressional Delegation has long been supportive of improving and
expanding the country's efforts to promote travel and tourism to the United States;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES
OF NORTH DAKOTA, THE SENATE CONCURRING THEREIN:
