WHEREAS, Bono has consulted and worked with world leaders, including Presidents
George H. W. Bush, Bill Clinton, and George W. Bush, Pope John Paul I, and Bill and Melinda
Gates, and congressional leaders of both political parties to draw attention and direct the public
policy to addressing the scourge of third-world debt and poverty; and

WHEREAS, Bono has led efforts to ask us as leaders to make decisions that lift fellow
human beings out of a cycle of poverty; and

WHEREAS, Bono has called for an era of grace, bringing religious leaders together with
political leaders in a spirit of cooperation to ease the burden of poverty in affected areas of the
world;
