provided to a participating agency.

3. Unless prohibited by state or federal law, the followup information on North
Dakota education and training system may provide personally identifiable
information to a participating agency, but may not provide that information
to any other person.

4. Unless prohibited by state or federal law, a participating agency may use
personally identifiable information to fulfill its obligations for state and
federal statistical reporting. Personally identifiable information provided by
a participating agency to the followup information on North Dakota
education and training system which the followup information on North
Dakota education and training system releases to another participating
agency may not be used or released for any other purpose by that other
participating agency without the consent of the identified individual or as
otherwise authorized by law."
