A BILL for an Act to require the insurance commissioner to study health insurance needs in the

state and report to the legislative council.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. INSURANCE COMMISSIONER STUDY - HEALTH INSURANCE NEEDS

- REPORT. During the 2009-10 interim, the insurance commissioner shall consult with

consumer advocates, small employers, health care providers, large and small health insurance

providers, and other interested persons to evaluate the unmet health insurance needs of

insured and uninsured residents of the state. Before August 1, 2010, the commissioner shall

report to the legislative council on the outcome of the study, and present any proposed

legislation to better meet the health insurance needs of residents of the state.
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
