A BILL for an Act to provide an appropriation to the department of emergency services for

providing grants for eligible school districts that have experienced damage or destruction due to

a tornado; and to declare an emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. APPROPRIATION. There is appropriated out of any moneys in the

general fund in the state treasury, not otherwise appropriated, the sum of $982,345, or so much

of the sum as may be necessary, to the department of emergency services for the purpose of

providing a grant to eligible school districts for land acquisition and siting costs relating to

reconstruction of a school building, for the period beginning with the effective date of this Act

and ending June 30, 2009. For the purposes of this section, an eligible school district is one

that experienced damage or destruction due to a tornado during the summer of 2007.

SECTION 2. EMERGENCY. This Act is declared to be an emergency measure.
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
