BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:
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SECTION 1. LEGISLATIVE MANAGEMENT STUDY - VOTING RESIDENCY -
CONSOLIDATION OF POLITICAL SUBDIVISION ELECTIONS. During the 2011-12 interim,

the legislative management shall consider studying residency as it relates to voting purposes
and the further consolidation of political subdivision elections with regular statewide elections.
The legislative management shall report its findings and recommendations, together with any

legislation required to implement the recommendations, to the sixty-third legislative assembly.
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
