HB1042 provides for extraordinary road use fees for violations occurring off of an interstate or state highway to be
placed in the general fund of the county where the violation occurred. Fees for violations on interstate or state
highways would continue to be placed in the State Highway Fund.

It is not possible to fully determine the fiscal impacts that would occur as a result of this legislation. We know that this
legislation will result in a loss of revenue to the State Highway Fund and a corresponding increase in revenues to the
county’s general funds. However, because we have not been able to determine the extent of violations that are
occurring off of the state or interstate highways, we cannot fully determine the impact that this legislation may have.

Additionally, while we have no way at this time to assess the impact this legislation may have on future enforcement
of extraordinary road use laws, it is possible that county enforcement may increase. If so, counties would see an
increase in revenues, although we cannot determine the dollar value of the impact at this time.

While we cannot determine the full fiscal impact that would occur as a result of this legislation, we do know that the
current collections statewide of civil fees for extraordinary road use violations generates only about $500,000 per
year. This constitutes the fees for all assessed violations statewide, both on and off interstate and state highways.
