Engrossed House Bill 1057 with Senate Amendments makes a number of changes to the angel fund investment
income tax credit law and provides for a study.

Engrossed House Bill 1057 with Senate Amendments changes the angel fund investment income tax credit law to (1)
allow the credit to passthrough entities, (2) define what is meant by early-stage and mid-stage businesses, (3) require
angel funds to provide to the tax commissioner information about the investments made in angel funds by investors,
(4) limit investor eligibility for the credit to taxpayers who own directly or indirectly less than 50 percent of any
business in which the angel fund invests its funds, and (5) provide for a study of the transferability of the credit.

These changes to the angel fund investment income tax law will potentially decrease state general fund revenues, but
the amount of the potential decrease cannot be determined because it is not known to what extent the changes will
contribute to increased investment activity during the 2011-13 biennium.
