SB 2252 provides an individual income tax credit for renters of residential property.

SB 2252 provides an income tax credit equal to 3% of the annual rent paid by the taxpayer up to a maximum credit of
$216 per dwelling to be shared among all taxpayer-occupants.

It is not known the total amount of income tax or rent paid by the state's estimated 105,000 renters. Assuming half of
the renters have income tax liabilities and pay sufficient rent to utilize the maximum credit, the fiscal impact of SB
2252 could be approximately -$11.3 million per year, or -$22.6 million for the 2011-13 biennium.
