The proposed section 46-03.1-03 in the bill provides that if the electronic record is the only published record , it must 
be authenticated; therefore, if electronic legislative documents available on the legislative branch web site, including 
the Constitution, Century Code, Session Laws, and Administrative Code are at a point in the future the only official 
published legislative documents, they would need to be authenticated.
